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RESPECT Policy

 Condemn the use of recreational and performance- enhancing drugs and doping practices; 

their use endangers the health of players and is contrary to the concept of fair play. 
 
 Every person who attends a Rugby League match does so with the permission and license 

of the home club and/or league. Breaches of this Code of Conduct may result in penalties 
up to and including a fine, loss of team match points and suspension.
